L Directions have been given from time to time to see that the ugly

scar of ragging is obliterated [rom the face of educational institutions. Mr.
Gopal Subramaniam, learned amicus curiae, Mr. P.P. Rao, Mr. Altaf Ahmed
and others appearing in the matters have given suggestions which we have
considered. Keeping in mind the recent incidents of ragging which have
surfaced, and which have been dealt with by this Court, it becomes necessary
that the lullowing recommendations made by the Raghavan Committee be

unplemented immediately, namely:

(i) Recommendation No. 5.14: "We also recommend that every
istitution should engage or scek the assistance of professional
cotnselors at the time o admissions to counsel {reshers’ in order to

prepare them for the lile ahead, particularly tor adjustinngg to the i in hostels, .
